2022-2023 Q&A FOR BASKETBALL REGISTRATION

Person County Recreation, Arts and Parks strives to create an equitable playing field that creates competition, teaches fundamentals, fosters teamwork and promotes fun. Starting in October 2022, all sports and teams managed by the department will be assigned by a blind draft process, in an effort to create and implement more equitable programming. This change will affect all of our programs with the exception of Little League Baseball/Softball (this is a sanctioned program that follows Little League Inc., and PCLL’s guidance on how to conduct the draft). Listed below are the changes for the upcoming programs.
· The recreation department will be implementing the following method for team assignments:

· Participants will sign up during the required registration dates.

· There will be no requests for specific coaches this season.
· There will be a skills day for 8U and up.
· Coaches will meet after registration deadline to draw teams.
· A blind draw based off skills evaluations will be implemented for drafting this season. 
· Teams must have equal players on their team night of the draft.
· All players will be assigned a team and coaches will be required to follow the mandatory playing time rules.

· Teams will not be allowed to enter into a league. We are still using a draft system with individual registration but trying to allow parents/coaches more flexibility with the team.

Q. How can I become a coach?

A. You will need to contact the athletic department to let the staff know that you are interested in coaching. Depending on the number of players will determine the number of coaches that will be determined. No one is guaranteed to coach each year.  

Q. Will my children be allowed to play on my team?
A. Yes, your child/children will be placed on your team along with your assistant 
coaches’ child/children.  

Q. Can I pick who I want for my assistant coach?

A. You may let the Person County Recreation, Arts and Parks know who you would like to have as your assistant coach however, there is no guarantee that they will be your assistant coach. They must first have a background check and receive approval from the Department before teams are assigned.  

Q. How many assistant coaches can I have?

A. Only one (1) assistant coaches’ child/children is guaranteed on your team. Once your team has been established you can ask your parents if any of them would like to help you. 
Q. Who needs to be certified and have a background check completed?

A. Head coaches and assistant coaches are required to have a background check and become certified.  

Q. How many teams can I coach?

A. Coaches are allowed to head coach one team and be the assistant coach for another, however there may be an evening where both teams play on the same night.
Q. If I coach more than one team, will you schedule my games at different times/days?

A. If you have teams that are designated to play on the same night we cannot 

schedule the games on different days/times.  

Q. What nights will my child play basketball on? 
5-6 boys and girl’s Mon/Thurs
7-8 boys and girl’s Tues/Fri

9-10 boys and girl’s Mon/Thurs

11-12 boys and girl’s Tues/Fri

13-17 Saturday

Make-up games will be held on any available day during the week.
Q. What gym will my child play their games on?
A.  All games are held at Huck Sansbury, Helena and Olive Hill gyms. 
Q. Will my child’s team play all three nights?

A. Your child will usually play one to two games per week. If there are make-up games, you could possibly play three games a week.

Q. How long does the season last?

A. The season lasts 7-10 weeks. If you include practices, the season will normally last 11-14 weeks. (Weather permitting)

Q. How many games does my child’s team play?

A. Each league plays 8-10 regular season games (weather permitting).  
Q. How many times will my child’s team practice?

A. Teams usually practice once a week.

Q. What days are practices held on?

A. Practices are normally held on Saturday and Sunday, with practices occasionally 

during the week. We cannot guarantee your child will not have a practice on Sunday. We are limited to gyms and the coach and space available decide practices. We cannot move your child to another team because of practice time or location.
Q. What gym will my child’s team practice on?

A. Your team could practice at any gym available through the Recreation Department. Coaches select the gym and time that is available for them to practice.
Q. Will my child receive a uniform?

A.  All participants will receive a team jersey that they keep. Parents/Guardians are 

responsible for the shorts and shoes. Shorts must be athletic shorts and not have zippers or buttons on them. Pants are not allowed. If a parent/guardian orders the wrong size of jersey, they will be responsible for paying full price for another jersey to replace the original jersey ordered.

Q. My child has decided not to play after teams were assigned. Can I get a refund?

A. Refunds are not available after the registration deadline has past.
